The estimated cost for the sidewalk, curb and gutter
and asphalt is $2,200.00. The agreement with Jane Larson and Leonne Lammers calls for the
assessment to be for $5,075.00 at 4.5% for 10 years. Both Jane Larson and Leonne Lammers
have signed the waiver.
